TIPS TO A SUCCESSFUL RECITAL...

To determine which Show & ACT your dancer is in please find their class day/time on
the “Show Order” that is posted at the studio AND on our website

1) Be on time and eat breakfast/lunch before arriving

2) Dancers should arrive dressed in their first costume, with hair and make-up done
*no hair or make-up is required for rehearsals (2-3yr olds do not have a rehearsal)

3) When you arrive for rehearsal, go to the auditorium and wait for further instructions
When you arrive for recital, go directly to your assigned dressing area

4) Only one female can go in the dressing room to check your dancer in with their
“backstage mom”

5) Only designated “backstage moms” may stay in the dressing room during the events. This
is to prevent overcrowding

6) For rehearsals, parents may sign-out their child when their routine(s) is complete.
For recitals, students must stay backstage until the conclusion of their ACT (the full show
for 2-3yrs). At this time they should be signed-out by a parent.

7) No photography/videotaping during recital. You may take photos/video during rehearsal
only. A professional videographer and photographer will be at recital and DVD order
forms will be at the studio by April.

8) The DXP Dance Companies will be selling flowers before and after the recitals. Purchase
of flowers is optional but the proceeds benefit the Company Members. Flowers can be
purchased via cash or check and pre-order forms will be sent home this Spring.

9) No food or drink in the theatre / No eating or drinking, except water, in costumes
10) No panties under tights (this is customary for dancers of all ages)
11) Write your dancer’s name (not initials) on EVERYTHING

12) BRING EVERYTHING! Tights, hair items, props, costumes, make-up, hair-spay, hair-pins, water...
